Be sure to mention specific qualities and tasks demanded of a leader which you have espoused (public speaking, meeting with faculty members, public affairs, managing events or people, etc.).

SHORT ANSWER ESSAY #3 (REQUIRED)

What is your vision for Planet Longhorn? How will you continue to improve Planet Longhorn with your vision? If you are graduating, how will you be involved in the organization as an alumnus? Be sure to mention specific directions in which Planet Longhorn will or should move in the future.
